Our goal this year is to decrease our energy consumption by 5% by the end of this school year.
Scholars and staff are working together to lower energy costs by turning off lights and unplugging

appliances when the room is unoccupied.

[:] Wash full loads of clothes on cold and dry on low, which will not only keep your energy bill
down but will also keep your clothes looking newer, longer!

(] Open the blinds when it's cooler outside and close them when the weather is warmer. This
will help make the most out of your home's heating and cooling systems.

[:] Set your thermostat’s temperature as low as comfortably possible in cool seasons.
Keeping the difference between the indoor and outdoor temperatures small will help keep
your electricity bill lower.

D Close your home's interior doors to trap any heat that's already inside. This simple step can
decrease the amount of heat needed to make your home feel warm and cozy.
